The Division of Research (DoR) would like to remind Principal Investigators, that as a recipient of Federal or State funding, Clarkson University is required to demonstrate positive efforts to utilize Small Businesses (SB), Minority-Owned Business Enterprises (MBE), and Women-Owned Business Enterprises (WBE) in procurement activities related to sponsored programs.  Such procurement activities include subcontracts, purchase orders and P-card transactions for services, materials and supplies, and travel costs related to sponsored awards.  
Principal Investigators on EPA grants, New York State contracts, and Federal contracts over $550,000 should be aware that additional requirements for documenting best faith efforts to utilize qualified vendors and percentage goals may be included in the terms and conditions of your award.   

In an effort to maximize the general utilization of qualified vendors for all awards and to further assist Principal Investigators in meeting the requirements of their specific awards, additional resources and links to Federal and State databases have been added to the DoR webpage at http://www.clarkson.edu/dor/grant_mgmt.html.  Collaborative activities with Purchasing are also underway to develop a user friendly and intuitive listing or database for locating vendors by commodity.
